Issue: Implementation of the Convention on the Prohibition of the Development Production and Stockpiling of Bacteriological (Biological) and Toxin Weapons and on their Destruction (BTWC)

THE DISARMAMENT AND INTERNATIONAL SECURITY COMMITTEE, 

Guided by the BTWC,

Bearing in mind that the BTWC was the first multilateral disarmament treaty banning the production of an entire category of weapons,

Alarmed by the effects of biological on humans and the environment,

Appreciating the signatories’ connaboration,

Recalling the Governent Accountability Office’s report GAO-08-366, entitled “Chemical and Biological Defence”.

Aware of the efficiency of Bio-Pens in the detection of biological weapons

Concerned about the number of UN countries in the African continent and the Middle East not having signed the BTWC,
Understanding the principle of self-defence beyond the non-aggression principle,

Recalling the Protocol for the Prohibition of the Use in War of Asphyxiating, Poisonous or Other Gases, and of Bacteriological Methods of Warfare, and aware of its contribution in making conflicts as humane as possible;

1. Strongly recommends the international community not to become involved in the scientific progress of other countries, especially of formerly colonized states, in which external manipulation can be a source of instability, and may eventually lead to the development of rogue technologies;

2. Suggests that the disarmament process be separated from any political pressure or consideration, as westernizing foreign political systems does not constitute a way of consolidating world peace;
3. Advocates the principle of liming unequal financial support to some countries, especially when the latter do not honour specific weapon-banning treaties, while simultaneously expecting international consensues on this issues;

4. Calls for the creation of the International Agency for the Use Of Chemical and Biological Materials (IAUCBM) which will:

a. Be a sister organization to the International Agency for Atomic Energy (IAEA),

b. Have its headquarters in Vienna, Austria which will be:

i. The workplace of an international team of experienced scientists including: biologists, chemists, ecologists, pharmacists and physicians; the number of employees will not be limited but chosen reasonably and judicially, coming from a pool of great geographic diversity;

c. Have a board which will:

i. Consist of 24 elected members from qualified personnel stemming from national governmental organizations of all Member States representing geographic diversity for a two-year term,
ii. Have 4 members elected from every continent,

iii. Have an elected director from the 24 members if the board for a term of two years,

iv. Convene every three months with the first meeting of the year in January and the last in October to discuss any findings, request and go over reports before being sent to Security Council,

v. Interview and hire the scientists that would make up the teams of the agency,

d. Have a branch in every member state which will:
i. Have a scientists chosen by the country as employees for the agency,

ii. Act as pool from which the members of the board would be elected,
e. Have term of scientists that would have the responsibility of:

i. Classifying the purposes of the different biological and chemical agents as either: peaceful or not peaceful: classifications would be reviewed every two years to see whether any new applications have been discovered concerning any biological or chemical agent.

ii. Determining what substances should be available for personal possession based on their listed possible uses,

iii. Testing the effects of different biological and chemical agents on humans, the flora and fauna and the environment,

iv. Defining the purpose that are considered to be valid for a country to possess biological and chemical agents which are: medical research, vaccine and medical development of chemicals less harmful or harmless to the environment,

v. Issuing a report regarding the official inspection of any organization or country immediately after its inspection by the Director of the agency,

vi. Scanning areas that were subject of a biological or chemical attack in sopperation with the local government,
vii. Determing whether an area attacked is habitable or not, simultaneously offering advise on the rehabilitation should the area be affected.

f. Have, as an agency, the responsibilities of:

i. Sending a team of experts to inspect signatory stat’s both government and privately-owned facilities,

ii. Issuing a report along with the director to the Security Council regarding the findings of the agency in the inspection of any country,

iii. Providing experts in finding and delivering witnesses to assist and testify to the International Criminal Court should cases involving prohibited biological and chemical agents emerge,

iv. Developing an institution dedicated to training employees of national governments of countries, especially in Law Enforcement and Public Security.

5. Recommends the formation of a new panel which will:

a. Have delegates of worldwide diversity,

b. Provide incentives to support the treaty by offering a wider point of view through more detailed informative steps,
c. Convene every 3 months,

d. Offer the possibility of amending with some regulations such as:

i. Voting the changes that are proposed,

ii. Not suggesting the change in the chore points of the Convention,

e. Work cooperatively with the UNDC.

6. Calls upon all member states to cooperate with the public awareness campaign which will:
a. Be named “Bio-killers”,

b. Inform the public about the hazardous effects of Biological Weapons by a wide promotion campaign through mass media;

7. Invites the UNDC to increase the number of meeting of experts per year during which experts will:

a. Work on the amelioration of the BioPens,

b. Be guided by the annual reports of the countries which will:

i. Be sent to the UNDC annually,

ii. Be prepared by the concerning countries’ experts, which are participants of these meetings,

c. Focus on the solutions for lessening the damage.
