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The Disarmament and International Security Committee

Mindful of its duty and obligations under the Charter of the United Nations for the maintenance of international peace and security,

Congratulating the creation of a nuclear-weapon-free-zone in Central Asian regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and the Republic of Uzbekistan,

Alarmed by the fact that the treaty contains a loophole, which includes the Tashkent Treaty, and that consequently the treaty is not legitimate,

Deeply disturbed by the fact that the loophole negatively affects the treaty as it poses major adherence concerns for France, the United Kingdom, and the United States,

Acknowledging the fact that the conditions under which this zone was created leave room for possible conflict between Russia and the United States, and the spark of a second Cold War,

1. Urges the removal of the following clause, which currently allows the Tashkent Treaty to remain intact and in force,

a. "This treaty does not affect the rights and obligations of the parities under other international treaties which they may have concluded prior to the date of the entry into forces of this treaty"

2. Suggests that in accordance to the revised and improved version of the treaty, that:

a. All UN members sign and adhere to the treaty,

b. Yet in the case of any disapproval of said members that the UN:

a. Review the legitimacy of the members’ reasons for non adherence,

b. Dissect the treaty and redefine it in a way that it will please all members,

3. Recommends the inauguration of a board : 

a. Composed of four members, one of each representing France, The United Kingdom, the United States, and Russia, as well as an equal number of UN representatives, 

b. Which will make sure the revised and improved version of the treaty be successfully put into play, 

c. In order to promote the views and values held by all members of the UN in accordance to the treaty; 

4. Encourages the formation of:

a. An organization linked directly to the International Atomic Energy Agency (IAEA)
i. Funded by the IAEA as well as the UN, and directed by the representatives of the two parties,
ii. To educate the population of the Central Asian zone of the dangers associated with the use of nuclear weapons and their proliferation
iii. And therefore promote the creation and the understanding of the Treaty to maintain international peace and security;

5. Authorizes the treaty states to make peaceful uses of nuclear energy if placed under enhanced IAEA safeguards,

a. In order to provide civilian  households, production facilities, and infrastructures with a reliable source of power

b. And greatly reduce the use and dependency on gas and oil as an energy source, reducing the overwhelmingly dangerous CO2 emissions

6. Trusts that Central Asian countries of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kyrgyz Republic, the Republic of Tajikistan, Turkmenistan, and the Republic of Uzbekistan, will uphold the regulations introduced by the treaty and the IAEA in the nuclear-weapon-free zone and will demonstrate great cooperation and contribution to efforts for a world free of nuclear weapons.
