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Economic and Social Council,

Affirming that the 1995 UNDP Human Development Report gave a good grasp of the similarities women share as well as the profound differences that exist between women in rich and poor countries.

Fully aware that the Nations Food and Agricultural Organization began an effort in 1983 to help organize poor rural women and men into small groups devoted to farming, trading, and crafts making.
Providing that the People’s Participation Program (PPP) aims to improve living conditions by increasing access to rural services, encouraging group savings, and fostering self-reliance, with a special emphasis on the needs of women.
 Bearing in mind that the Gender in Development Bureau enlarged the network of women's NGOs, introducing the gender perspective in all spheres of the society. Also, it has currently transformed into a UN Gender Bureau, responsible for coordinating all UN agencies in the area of family and women.

Fully aware that the International Labour Organization (ILO) has estimated that the economic recession could bring about additional 22 million unemployed women in 2009, jeopardizing the progress made in the last few decades in women’s empowerment.

Noting with disatisfaction that statistics demonstrate how women are more likely than men to be poor and at risk of hunger due to the systematic discrimination they face every day in education, health care, employment and control of assets.

Emphasizing that women face persistent discrimination when asking credit for businesses or self-employment, and must often accept insecure, unsafe and low-wage jobs.

1. Urges setting up an organization (PAO) Poverty Alleviation Organization which provides:
a. PAO is responsible for giving sponsorships for young women dealing with poverty and these sponsorships can help in:

i. Education,

ii. Nutrition,

iii. Dwelling.
b. Assigning employees that are responsible for:

i. Studying the environments that these women live in.

ii. Establishing Hospitals and schools for such individuals.

2. Backs up the idea of building shelters for such individuals that neither have a dwelling to live in, nor have enough money to buy one;
3. Emphasizes the need of education for these women so that they can take an active part in the world by:

a. Setting up schools that are especially for these people and would not take money as an income.

b. After getting a degree they can get an occupation and work as any other individual with a monthly/weekly salary.

c. With the income they get they can teach their children and provide them with all necessities.
d. Going to sessions in order to know more about how to be a good and supportive parent.

4. Accepts providing them with occupations that they are most experienced in such as:
a. Dairy Production,
b. Farming,
c. Fishing,
d. Hand-made crafts.

e. Sewing and knitting.

5. Draws attention to the idea of educated women who deal with low income salaries which could be resolved through:

a. Increasing women's salaries.

b. Women and men should be equal in everything.
6. Underlines the importance of Combating violence against girls and women;
7. Calls upon the pursuit microcredit programmes, the creation of awareness campaigns in nations adopting the microfinance system and the development of further microfinance instrument by the private sector and all organization involved in the eradication of poverty such as, but not limited to, NGOs and bodies of the United Nations system;

8. Requests a United Nation task force of teachers to educate women in understanding what sustainable development is, and how they can contribute to the solution  of resources scarsities.

9. Encourages microcredit facilities to:

a. Keep the interest rote of the loan steady and low

b. Accept all clients
c. Supervise high risk profiles

d. Store data

e. Replace outdated logistic methods with a more updated and efficient system checks and balances

f. Ask clients to give regular updates on the advancement of the project

g. Asses the advancement of the project or microenterprise before giving out a second loan

h. Provide technical assistance to clients.

     10. Urges all countries to take steps toward improving women’s wealth by educating women and men about maternal health, family planning and child care.
