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General Assembly,

Guided by the Convention on the Rights of the Child by United Nations (UN),
Emphasizing that the Convention of Rights of Child, proclaimed by the General Assembly of the United Nations as a common standard of achievement for all peoples and all nations, states that parties should recognize the right of the child to education, and with a view to achieving this right progressively and on the basis of equal opportunity,

Reminding that any person under the age of eighteen is considered as child,

Expressing its concern that the lack of schools and insufficient number of teachers contribute to the low quality of education in countries where child illiteracy is prevalent,

Taking into consideration that literacy better adapts children to engage in healthier lifestyles, and acquire active roles in political, economic and social life,

Fully aware of the fact that, education has to be accessible, available, affordable, acceptable and adaptable, for it to be meaningful and sufficient,

Noting with regret that many families in developing countries often have relatively large demand for additional workforce to sustain themselves which causes children to work at mines and factories instead of going to schools, 

1. Urges member states to implement or to improve legislations upon their educational systems by:

a. making education (especially primary education) compulsory,

b. allocating special budget for the educational programs at local and central basis with the help of World Bank and related IGOs and NGOs, in order to ensure that education is accessible, affordable, acceptable, available and adaptable for all the children under to the minimum age of employment through such means as but not limited to:

i. ensuring non-discriminatory education to be accessible to all, with the special focus on the most vulnerable groups such as minorities, discrimination on any basis including race, color, sex, language, religion, opinion, origin, economic status, birth, social status, minority or indigenous status, disability,

ii. opening schools to nearby neighborhoods with innovative materials and relevant, culturally and ethically appropriate books, methods of instruction and any kind of other sources in order to ensure accessibility to education,
iii. providing transport facilities or residential facilities for the ones that are unable to access to schools within their neighborhoods and regions,
iv.  ensuring secure school territories that are vulnerable to some terrorist attacks by the help of national security forces if needed,

v. distributing textbooks, school uniforms and any other material that students might need during their school years to guarantee free education, 

vi. opening special schools for the disabled children in order to gain them back to the society by the help of specially trained teachers,

vii. proposing special curricula for working children so that the school hours will be flexible according to their working hours,

viii. creating educational material which will be broadcasted on national television channels, radios and internet on specific days, to provide education for the ones who do not have access to schools 

c. initiating compulsory internship programs for teachers to contribute to the improvement of education in their countries;

2. Requests United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization(UNESCO) to give assistance to:

a. ongoing educative programs which mainly take place in states where illiteracy and child labor occurs the most, 

b. school teachers, headmasters and relevant administrative staff in order to ,

i. determine the current problems that occur in schools which causes children to leave schools, 

ii. abatement of the abuse due to any kind of discrimination that adolescents face in schools such as cyber bullying, peer pressure, physical and sexual abuse,

c. providing more booklets and brochures for the organizations;

3. Strongly encourages member states where these problems occur the most to:

a. send invitation to the concerned UN Special Rapporteur for a better investigation in the region,

b. support his/her actions and enable him/her to fulfill his/her mandate easily and effectively,

c. commence reforming and strengthening their legislations upon the issue in accordance with:

i. the statistics provided by the Special Rapporteur,

ii. the bi-lateral and multilateral relations between ministries of education and Special Rapporteur’s which will be upon the next steps on the issue regarding the annual reports;

4. Asks concerned UN Special Rapporteur to initiate investigations in regions which are bereft of any indicators and face with high rates of child illiteracy, and to prepare annual reports with the cooperation of governments and Human Rights Watch (HRW) in order to:

a. track the progress in those regions,

b. assist those states in improving their policies upon the statistics provided;

5. Invites  Education for All International Cooperation (EFA) to create a platform which will:

a. consist of officers from the ministries of education of the member states and representatives from UNICEF and UNESCO,

b. hold a summit annually to discuss the development of the new programs that are leaded nationally or by the cooperation of UNESCO and UNHRC, and lacking points of application of these programs,

c. report the conclusions and the minutes derived from the summit to UN and UNESCO;

6. Recommends EFA to increase its budget in order to improve public awareness campaigns on the issue of child illiteracy by:

a. initiating selling of “Blue Brand‘’ products such as:

i. toys,

ii. clothing,

iii. trinkets,

iv. blue  badges and accessories,

v. blue bracelets, 

b. cooperating with volunteer companies which publish and sell books to:

i. lead accumulation of a new budget, by directly transferring about 1-3% of the prices to the budget,

ii. sell reading books and study materials at affordable prices;

7. Further recommends EFA to raise public awareness by:

a. organizing short film, poster and slogan competitions among adolescents and adults whose winners will:

i. be awarded by UNESCO annually,

ii. be chosen from every state,

iii. be introduced in every seminar and conference that will be given on the issue, 

iv. advertise products of “Blue Brand”,
b. creating advertisements which will:

i. be called as “ Help me to KNOW”,

ii. be shown on each and every national channel of the member states who are willing to make the issues of child illiteracy to become a current issue,

iii. mainly seek the attention of the young adults,

iv. be performed  by volunteering UN Goodwill ambassadors,;

v. be funded by UNICEF and UNESCO,

vi. be inspected against any harmful content and funded by UN Human Rights Watch,

c. using different advertising techniques such as billboards,  publishing winning slogans and TV ADS;

8. Suggests member states to establish project based educational programs for the revision and support of World Bank which will:

a. aim to integrate World Bank’s ongoing education projects, 

b. help to overcome the financial obstacles

c. insist on lowering down interest rates held WB;

9. Calls member states, UNESCO, UNICEF, EFA, HRW, UN CyberSchoolBus, United Nations Development Program (UNDP) and Right to Education Project (RTEP) to work in cooperation on the issue.

10. Suggests launching a program with the help of the UN which will supply necessities such as but not limited to food, water, clothes, toiletries and basic housing to families who have lost a source of income should their children have been taken out of child labor and placed in an educational program,

11. Recommends  that educational programs work in close cooperation with programs combating child labor as child labor is a prominent cause for lack of education,
12. Expresses support for the UN international law to be passed concerning that each government should save a certain percentage for the sake of education with consequences for those who break such laws.

13. Calls for the government of the country to involved and international organizations to depict the message of increase child illiteracy and encourage:

a. Global, successful business

b. Powerful and famous individuals

To be able to encourage most individuals of all ages to recognize this issues and take a part in helping.
