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Bearing in mind that the Mediterranean region states are interdependent and the most effective solution will involve all the co-operative governments,

Acknowledging that the Mediterranean is the confluence of rivers and the Sea is shared by many nations, therefore all are responsible for illicit smuggling activity,

Noting with appreciation the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership which is now named as “The Union for the Mediterranean” and has 27 member states of the European Union, along with 16 partners across the Southern Mediterranean and the Middle East,

Reminding the UN Convention Against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances which was submitted in 1988,

1. Asks all UN member states to adopt the policy of using biometric passports:

a) by co-operating with International Civil Aviation Organizations (ICAO) which is a major agency of the UN for technical assistance 

b) by favouring the assistance of UN NGOs in the implementation of the policy especially in LEDCs upon the issue,

2. Suggests the formation of a new branch under the auspices of UNODC which will be named as United Nations Smuggling Office UNSO and further suggests the special commission which will

a) be named as the United Nations Smuggling Office for the Mediterranean region (UNSOM)

b) be in cooperation with the Union for the Mediterranean and related countries

c) be composed of experts selected by the UN and officers assigned by the Union for the Mediterranean

d) focus on the Mediterranean region and it's rising smuggling cases

e) have its headquarters in a country to be decided upon in the first session of UNSOM

f) have offices in every member state of the UNSOM 

g) appoint rapporteurs to every member state who will:

i)investigate every aspect of the current smuggling situation in collaboration with the governments of the states

ii) report the current situation to the headquarters twice a year

iii) cooperate with the Human Rights Watch Offices
h) maintain the border control through the region by appointing officers to the borders



i)cooperate with the national intelligence agencies to determine drug producers and terrorist groups that have records of smuggling and send this information to the headquarters of the UN.  

3. Supports the establishment of a Mediterranean Coast Guard Force which will be manned by a percentage from each country and its role will be to prevent incidents of smuggling across the Mediterranean Sea.
