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Bearing in mind that the reason for illegal immigration is a combination of the push factors of origin nations and the pull factors of the destinations,

Acknowledging that new technology available to the developed countries within the Mediteranean region could be instrumental in the fight against illegal immigration

Noting with appreciation the attempts of states to improve education and healthcare systems to improve origin countries and therefore reduce the need for immigration

Encouraged  by the recent breakthroughs in biometric passports that place restrictions on illegal immigration based on documentation

1.Calls for installing specific satellites to be assembled over the Mediterranean region in order to,

a) detect and map the routes taken by all sea vessels 

b) maintain constant communication with coastguards about suspected routes

c) document deviations from pre-approved navigational plans.

2. Recommends to establish targeted State aid from the EU countries targeted at emerging countries that are the source of those people in order to improve living conditions by

a)Improving local conditions most likely to become victims of smuggling business like

i)Improvement and education

ii)Improvement in economic conditions for the development of local production and trade

b)Make available micro finance local schemes

3. Calls upon Northern African nations to implement programmes promoting development and creating local employment opportunities in order to:

a) prevent a source of illegal immigration from developing

b) raise the standard of living in immigrant origin countries by providing a livelihood for citizens

4. Promotes the building of educational centers by the African states involved, under the auspices of the UN to:

a) ensure all African youth have a fundamental understanding of illegal immigration and its consequences and dangers

b) promote and locate opportunities for under- privileged people in Africa including, but not limited to:

i) jobs

ii) housing
