Acknowledging the current situation in Afghanistan and the dire need for UN assistence within Afghanistan,

Noting with approval the previous contributions made by the UNAMA to the nation of Afghanistan as a whole,

Taking into account that Afghanistan is a war-torn developing nation that may require asssistance from other nations,

Deeply concerned by the fact that Afgani army is not self-sufficient and cannot provide the security its nation needs;

1. Requests the generation of employement in urban and rural areas by:

 a) supporting local-level reconstruction,

 b) providing reintegration to ex-combatants,

 c) creating a new education progarm,

 d) implementing security devices and organs of control, focusing in rural areas;

2. Recommends that the current UNAMA mandate under S/RES/1890 (2009) and UN involvement in Afghanistan be extended  until 23 March 2011, thus allowing the Security Council to remain responsible for the development in Afghanistan;

3. Proposes that the ISAF support Afghan-led efforts to:

a) address threats posed by the illicit production and trafficking of drugs,

b) attempt to reduce and control the production of opium within Afghanistan,

c) submit quarterly reports in order to keep Security Council informed of the security situation in Afghanistan,

d) engage in continuous review of tactics and procedures,

e) work with the Afghan government to conduct post-action reviews and investigations in case where civilian casualties have occured;

4. Announces UNAMA's commitment in helping the government implement significant reform of Afghanistan's electoral institutions to ensure cleaner parliamentary elections in 2010, and respects the Independant Election Commission's (IEC) decision to postpone Afghanistan's Parliamentary elections until 18 September 2010;

5. Supports UNAMA in its assistance to Civil Service Comission in order to train Afghans who serve or wish to serve in Government, and stressing the importance of ensuring that a competent police, administration, judicial system is ready to take over after the eventual departure of foreign troops and workers, especially in the light of ANSF's announcement to take full security responsibility in all regions of the county within five years time;

6. Asks the UNAMA's Political affairs division to help and
fund the Afghan government to extend their institution building programme for:

a) Better training and education of civil servants,

b)Developing sub national infrastructure concerning better equipment in offices, power supply and vehiclesc

c)The raise of salaries in public salaries especially in dangerous and difficult regions,

d)The creation of a data network to recognise and reward good inititives taken by civil servants,

e)Give regular reports concerning advances made to help on further actions.
