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Aware of the fact that the nation of Haiti has been devastated by the recent earthqueke,

Noting with appreciation the efforts of numerous nations and international organizations such as but not limited to United Nations and World Health Organization,

Fully supporting the reconstruction process in Haiti:

1. Suggests that a special psychological bureau is set up to deal with the survivors' post-traumatic disorder and the:

a) psychological bureau will be mobile and will consist of trained professionals from various countries,

b) funding will be provided by willing nations and international donors;

2. Urges the creation of an organ to list monitor and fund countries at greater risk of suffering from earthquakes

a) funding will be provided partially by the UN and partially by donors,

b) funding will be used to:

i) construct infrastructure able to withstand earthquakes of substantial magnitude,

ii) ensure safe shelters are available throughout the given nation,

iii) ensure healthcare is widely available in locations able to withstand earthquakes;

3. Calls upon the United Nations to fund and invest on:

a) expanding the communications methods such as the internet to warn as well as communcate to its people,

b) expanding and developing earthquake detectors and earthquake research,

c) buildings and houses so that these withstand earthquakes up to level 6.
