Question Of: Promoting Sustainable Technology to reduce the ecological footprint of products

Co-Submitters: Ecuador, Cambodia, Jordan, Cyprus, Belgium, Indonesia, Afghanistan

Deeply concerned that the method of production in modern industrial systems concerns all the resources necessary to create a package that cannot be helpful for the product itself,

Aware of the fact that the market strategy does not allow an efficient production,

Having studied that the Earth’s biological capacity changes in correlation to the size of the biological reproductive area and its average productivity per hectare,

Alarmed by the indifference of the major countries regarding the problem of package and their laziness to take measures about the question,

Having considered that it is not simple to change the production system of modern industries,

Taking note that the tropical and southern temperate regions show the most rapid effect due to the non-availability of biodiversity whereas northern temperate regions appear to be more stable or in slower decline since 1970,

Deploring the use and the development of non-ecological standards of technology,

1. Demands for the creation of a new independent guarantee organ to ensure the respect of the laws concerning:
a. the limits in the production of industrial waste, 
b. the limits in the production of mining wastes,
c. the production of chemical substances having a strong, harmful effect on the environment,
d. the reduction of the misuse of throw-away materials;
2. Strongly encourages all nations to increase their capacity in order 
a. to relieve stress and to maintain a global quota which is suitable for the production and regeneration of the Earth,
b. to establish and maintain a network of protected areas which include terrestrial, marine and fresh water ecosystems,

c. to restore degraded ecosystems by eliminating the toxic chemicals and other harmful substances as well as helping them adapt to climate change in order to preserve their identity;
3. Supports the research of a new kind of technology for the production, transport and use of energy by reducing any sorts of environmental damages by means of:
a. the design of alternative building materials,
b. the optimisation of the existing ones still efficient,

c. the elimination of materials that could be dangerous for the environment’s and men’s health,
d. to start and develop Vecycling programme especially connected with recycling of plastic,

e. the commemcement ad or development of recycling programs, with special focus on plastic products;

4. Encourages all Governments to use less paper for documents: virtual documents are

          faster and more sustainable because in case we want to be more sustainable, Governments should        start first;

5. Calls upon  governmental authorities to provide environmentally​-friendly public school districts in order:
a.  to allow students to enjoy and gain eco-friendly environment,
b. to persuade the community within the vicinity of above mentioned schools, to follow their example by also introducing eco-friendly measures;
6. Urges  consumers:
a. to practice the Conscious Consumerism, which consists in buying local products, reducing the quantity of meat and dairy products consumed, trying to repair broken objects instead of replacing them and recycling everything they can such as computers, ink cartridges, plastics, paper, cardboard etc,

b. to join, volunteer with, and donate to environmental organizations, 

c. to participate in the civic process on local, state and national levels,

d. to support candidates with environmental-friendly initiatives,

e. to serve on city-planning committees or write letters to decision-makers in order to promote smart growth, alternative energy, pollution control, recycling and conservation;

7. Requests  mandatory updates of out of date hardware to prevent their ecological footprint from increasing;
8. Demands that LEDC’s (Less Economically Developed Countries) are helped to become independently able to reduce their own ecological footprint and to be helped into self sufficiency by MEDC’s (More Economically Developed Countries) by not only sending in personnel to educate the population in schools, but also to reduce their ecological footprint.
9. Calls for the formation of a UN base of organization named “efficient transport” to: 

a. Work with the OPEC in order to provide eco friendly fuel such as lead free fuel

b. Urge government to withdraw taxes on lead free fuel to help increase demand on eco friendly fuels;

c. Promote hybrid ears and transport to help reduce Co2 input.
