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The States Parties to this Convention,


Prompted by the desire to create a sustainable world for the current and future generations of mankind,

Confident that achieving sustainability and population control will accelerate the implementation of the Millennium Development Goals,

Observing that the current world population count exceeds 6.8 billion, and is estimated to peak 7 billion by 2012 and 9 billion by 2040,

Noting with deep concern that the expected  increase in population will be most profound in developing countries due to the prevalence of poverty, poor education, low health standards, gender inequity and child labor,
Deeply disturbed by the consequences that such an  increase in population will effect: depletion of natural resources, environmental destruction, high demand for non-renewable resources, uncontrolled urbanization, migration, famine, poverty and war,

Recalling the concrete goals of the 1994 International Conference on Population and Development (ICPD): providing universal education; reducing infant, child and maternal mortality; and ensuring universal access by 2015 to reproductive health care, including family planning, assisted childbirth and prevention of sexually transmitted infections including HIV,

Deeply disturbed by the number of States Parties that have not implemented the Cairo Declaration on Population & Development convention, 

Aware that population control is deeply linked with the development of a country as seen on the Human Development Index (HDI),

Viewing with appreciation that many developed countries comprehend this link, and have attempted to aid in the development of less developed states,

Alarmed by the fact that many developed countries do not understand that the permanent dumping of overproduced goods on developing countries does not encourage development but hinders developing countries from reaching the next stage of development,

1. Calls upon all member states to comply with the Cairo Declaration on Population & Development from September 1994;

2. Recommends the establishment of a United Nations Agency to deal with the problem of population control and the distribution of contraceptives which would be closely related to the United Nations Population Fund;
3. Further recommends that this agency send out a commission  to educate  the population of developing countries about population control and the urgency of achieving sustainability;

4. Emphasizes the need for member states of  the United Nations to increase awareness of the question of  population control and family planning through:

a. The media; 

i. Newspaper and magazine advertisements,

ii. Billboards,

iii. Television and radio campaigns,

iv. World Wide Web

b. Government legislation;

c. Non-Governmental Organizations

d. Non-profit Organizations

e. Leading religious figures;

5. Strongly urges governments:                                                         



a. To adopt stringent measures to educate and empower women  in all sectors of society; this includes the abnegation of gender biases in employment and the awareness of the equal rights of men and women as enshrined in the universal declaration of Human Rights;

b. To increase investment in education in order to grant education to the general population and hence eradicate illiteracy; 

c. To introduce, in accordance to cultural values, sexual education  for the youth;

d. To divert resources dedicated to defense on establishing a health care/pension plan and family planning facilities for the general public;
6. Requests that all states remove VAT (taxes) on contraceptives as a measure to increase accessibility as well as affordability of fertility reduction methods;

7. Further requests governments to provide agricultural subsidies and investments in agricultural technology to reduce urbanization, poverty, production inefficiency and the high birthrates that occur as a result of agricultural labor demands;

8. Approves of child subsidies only for the first child, both  medical and educational . This funds can be provided by donations from developed countries as well as non-governmental organizations and World Bank.
9. Calls upon developed countries to prohibit dumping of products (especially cash crops), which would give developing countries a possibility of developing;

10. Further calls upon developed countries to aid developing countries also  through technical aid;

11. Requests an annual conference on Population & Development with mandatory attendance for all United Nations member states;

12.  Appeals to developed countries to aid in fighting poverty through debt relief or debt control;

13. Decides to remain actively seized on the matter.
