Bearing in mind the production of oil will reach a peak of 93 million barrels a day (02)
and decline after 2010 due to the immense use of oil,

Observing that, worldwide, 84 million barrels of oil are produced daily, from     (04)
which 83 million barrels are consumed, hence if the world demand would        (05)
continue to increase at 2% a year, the worldwide consumption would be required (06)
to amount to approximately 160 million barrels daily by 2035,

Aware that oil depletion is a current crucial issue that should not be denied, but (08)
must be acted upon and resolved with the aid of all nations,

Deeply concerned that high oil prices will create difficulties for the developing (10)
nations, as these may not be able to afford the increasing import expenses which (11)
could create debts of the country,

Confident that the decreasing oil reserves will lower the living standards, causing (13)
inflation and poverty amongst the developing countries and this will corrupt the (14)
developing economy of these countries,

Taking into consideration that further diminution of oil may establish additional (16)
threats such as altering the political situation, hence causing impending wars or (17)
disputes between the nations,

Realising that rapid population growth in the developing countries will result    (19)
in the increasing need for energy in these nations,

Recommends that extreme measures be taken at this point, such as        (21)

replacing the oil used in cars or creating smaller and less wasteful         (22)

vehicles, in order to slow the pace of the diminishing oil reserves;

Calls for a commission to be set up to gather all nations, by raising        (24)

awareness of the current oil situation and encouraging the progress in   (25)

aiming to resolve this serious long term issue together;

Proposes that immediate actions be taken and changes be made, as once (27)

the energy source is altered, for instance to environmental friendly solar or (28)

geothermal energy, it will take a period of time for the people to adjust (29)

and for it is able to fully replace the oil reserves;

Suggests that a meeting of all nations, including the Organisation of the (31)

Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC), as well as any other UN Energy (33)

Organisations be held, with the intention of sharing and discussing new (34)

concepts concerning alternative sources of energy worldwide, yet with (35)

great focus on supporting and finding long term solutions for the          (36)

developing nations;

Suggests that all nations should introduce a legislation which:

reduces the use of oil by 10%, or an approved reasonable amount, (39)


for each nation, in order for the nation to become less dependent (40)


on the oil reserves in a steady, yet efficient, manner and,

does not permit the use and storage of oil for private projects that (42)


are not discussed with the commission beforehand;

Requests that developed countries aid the developing countries by sending (44)

money or specifically reducing the high oil costs (as is the case in OPEC) (45)

for those developing countries, to attempt to improve the economy;

Encourages environment-friendly sources, such as solar or geothermal (47)

energy to replace the crude oils which currently act as the main energy (48)

source, furthermore the use of electric energy, bio fuels or coal as an    (49)

energy source could be implemented into the system of the developing (50)

countries, thus allowing the oil and petrol to be conserved;

Supports the investment in researching new technologies of energy       (52)

sources to be applied in developing, as well as developed nations;
