QUESTION OF: Eradicating worldwide children trafficking

SUBMITTED BY: Ukraine

(1) Stressing that trafficking is also a violation of several international treaties such as:

the Convention on the Right of the Child, the Optional Protocol to the CRC on the sale of children, child prostitution and child pornography, the Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women, The Hague Convention on the Civil Aspects of International Child Abduction, the UN Convention Against Transnational Organised Crime and so forth,

(2)Acknowledging that trafficking of children poses specific problems within the general issues of trafficking in human beings and the fight against organized crime and therefore requires member governments and parliaments to adapt their policies and legal frameworks,

(3)Reaffirming that the principles of good neighbourliness and regional cooperation is vital in order to put a stop to child trafficking,

(4) Recognizing that the internet is the most unregulated communications network in the world with new technologies that present difficult challenges to national and international regulation and enforcement,

(5) Noting with deep concern that new information technologies are being used such as the internet for child pornography and other forms of sexual exploitation of children are being performed worldwide such as trafficking of girls as brides and sex tourism,

(6) Acknowledging the fact that the majority of trafficked people are women and girls, in particular in developing countries and economies in transition, 

(7) Having heard from reports made by NGOs that the estimated number of trafficked children is 2-4 million a year,

(8) 1. Confirms the adoption of the internationally agreed definition of trafficking contained in the Palermo Protocol;

(9) 2. Calls upon each State to amend or adopt the national legislation in accordance with the international standards so as

(10) to provide national laws with a precise definition of the crime of trafficking, covering also its various punishable elements and practises;

(11) 3. Invites every nation to sign and ratify all UN conventions and treaties concerning the rights of the children 

(12) by as a short time as ten years,

(13) within the reservations and limitations agreed in a special meeting of the General Assembly to be held as members require;

(14) 4. Encourages NGOs to provide an adequate rehabilitation and reintegration process offering:

(15) a. physical and psychological health care,

(16) b. Housing and family tracing programmes,

(17) c. educational and/or employment services;

 (18) 5. Requests that for immediate results all means of transportation must be strictly regulated and legal documents must be properly checked for counterfeiting by Ministries of defence at the terminals and ports for:

(19) a. ships,

(20) b. trains,

(21) c. planes,

(22) d. vehicles;

(23) 6. Supports any poverty reduction programme, be it set up by Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs), 

(24)  which would give young generations the possibility to work in their home cities or countries

(25)  such as:

(26) a. job placement agencies, helping young teenagers find jobs adequate to their personal skills and

(27) b. agencies for supervising the conditions of recruitment and employment of personnel by certain firms, which often prove to be the source of hidden trafficking cycles;

(28) 7. Urges culturally sensitive programmes to inform families about economic and quality of life issues related to number of children;

(29) 8. Calls for the development of a United Nations Trust Fund that encourages voluntary donations from the private transnational sector to aid in the war against child trafficking,

(30) additionally, we would like to urge all governments to place more emphasis on funding for programmes that facilitate in eradication of child trafficking;

(31) 9. Recommends that governments and NGOs develop and implement educational programmes on how trafficking occurs;

(32) 10. Considers that there should be improved co-operation between national and international law enforcement agencies, especially International Police (INTERPOL), responsible for detecting and intercepting child traffickers;

(33) 11. Strongly encourages all states to ensure that all victims, regardless of their legal status, race, religion or nationality, have access to shelters and to necessary assistance;

(34) 12. Proposes that governments, international organizations and NGOs organize research and provide more extensive statistical data on the extent and changing pattern of child trafficking and child labour all over the world;

(35) 13. Confirms that awareness campaigns on child trafficking must commence for the people to learn about the problem and also minimize the number of trafficked children by not agreeing to sell or give up their children, with the help of NGOs, by teaching with the following:

(36) a. news reports,

(37) b. classroom education,

(38) c. pamphlet,

(39) d. radio programmes,

(40) f. billboards;

(41) 14. Calls upon all member states to combat child pornography and to this end, 

(42) a. to set up a special sufficiently staffed and equipped police units comprising members trained in children’s rights and new technologies,

(43) b. co-operation with internet professionals at national and international levels should be improved in order to develop the appropriate technical and legislative means for the protection of children against the illegal and harmful contents related to sexual exploitation,

(44) c .make emergency hot-lines available free of charge,

(45) d. provide assistance especially financial to those NGOs which are already active in this field to help them provide their information and prevention service to children and their parents, particularly in respect of the use of new technologies such as internet;

(46) 15. Calls further upon the international community to support, through effective international co-operation, the efforts of States to improve the situation of such children and encourages States parties to acknowledge the convention on the Rights of the Child, in preparing their reports to the Committee on the Rights of the Child, and to take full account of the particular needs and rights of such children and to consider requesting advice and assistance for initiatives aimed at improving their situation:

(47) a. to request the Secretary-General to submit a report on the rights of the child to the General Assembly at its next session, containing information on the status of the Convention on the Rights of the Child and the problems addressed in the present resolution,

(48) b. to request the Special Representative of the Secretary-General for children in Armed Conflict to submit to the General Assembly and the Commission on Human Rights an annual report containing relevant information on the situation of children affected by armed conflict, bearing in mind existing mandates and reports of relevant bodies,

(49) c. to continue its consideration of this question at its next session under the item entitled “Promotion and protection of the rights of the child”;

(50) 16. Further invites State authorities and officials such as

(51) police, border guards, immigration officials and others involved in the detection, detention, reception and processing of irregular migrants,

(52) to permit the rapid and accurate identification of trafficked persons

(53) on the basis of age, gender, ethnicity and other relevant characteristics;

(54) 17. Deplores all forms of victimisation of trafficked persons, but

(55) Recommends all governments to ensure that

(56) a. an appropriate legislation prevents them from being prosecuted, detained or punished for the illegal activities they were involved in as trafficked persons,

(57) b. they are given access to 

I. safe and adequate shelters,

II. primary health care and counselling and 

(58) c. they are informed of their right of access to diplomatic and consular representatives from their State of nationality;

(59) 18. Urges the closure of open borders to ensure border officials to investigate and control the trafficking of children between nations; 
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
