TOPIC: The Question of the Horn of Africa 
COMMITTEE: Security Council

THE SECURITY COUNCIL,
1. Encourages all member States to:
 
a) give financial aids in terms of money, resources, technologies and  in all other possible means to the nations of Horn of Africa to help 

 
improve social and economical conditions as well as militaristic 

 
stability,
 
b) send military troops organized primarily by UN armies to tighten with the majorities from leading nations as the USA and the UK to tighten border security, ensure civilian safety, prevent and oppress terrorist actions and aid in forming a central legal government in each nation in accordance with the nations concerned,
 
c) share fervently information concerning terrorism and bringing about stability to Horn of Africa,
 d) provide one another with utmost assistance in investigations related to improving social, economical, and security conditions as well as sharing data,
 e) help implement in Horn of Africa social orders such as    immigration system, citizenship, election, transportation system, law, and all other elements that will help improve the depression of the nations as well as to oppress terrorism with organization;
2. Proposes:
a) to spread awareness among the Horn of Africa inhabitants about the good effect of UN Peacekeeping missions, so as to challenge brainwashing as perpetrated by the Lords of War, who discredit them for self interest,
b) to bear in mind the need for an improved quality of the missions, so as to avoid the possibility of other negative impressions in the area, in order to guarantee human rights and prosecute the violators of the same;
3. Suggests the setting up of a peace keeping organization which would settle social upheavals and ultimately ensure peace in the region of the horn of Africa:

a) Suggests the peace keeping organisation be multinational in origin with African representation,

b) Suggests the peace keeping organisation to be set up in the capital city of Somalia, and for it to take part in any region of the horn of Africa, 

c) Suggests the peace keeping organisation to be fully independent from the parties disputing at the horn of Africa even from the Transitional Government, and settle disputes peacefully; 

4. Urges governments in the region of the horn of Africa to administer strict border control to diminish difficulties facing inter-state relations and crimes such has arms trafficking and human trafficking by:

a) Setting up specific borders between nations of the horn, especially Ethiopia and Eritrea and Somalia,
b) Allowing a 6 month transition period in which UN and AU forces administer the borders, preparing the governments for such a task,
c) After this transition period, ensuring that the nations of the horn take strict control of their borders,
d) Setting up strict border checkpoints that implement searches of all commuters;
5. Requests a reinvigoration of the UNMEE, by organizing a peace conference gathering the Ethiopian and Eritrean authorities this year, 2007 to settle their differences in a non- violent way; 

6. Strongly encourages the UN to think strategically by drawing more attention to the youth in the horn of Africa and the future generations by: 

a) Building schools enabling them to interact with others having different views and ideologies which will create a better knowledge of the other,

b) Providing collective activities for young people creating sense of unity and team spirit,

i. Artistic activities 

ii. Sportive activities;

7. Recommends that specialists on the topic of  terrorism are sent to the territory in order to get them familiarized with the countries traditions and cultures, therefore being able to start an agreement settlement; 

8. Condemns:

a) using actions against terrorism or finances from international       society for individual necessities,

b) misuse of actions taken against terrorism, 
c) non-governmental and unsupported actions against terrorism;  

9. Calls Upon oppression and prevention of terrorism in Horn of Africa by:

         a) regulating trade system by tightening security on the borders of each nation, monitoring and controlling all trading products at   national level in order to prevent and oppress traffic of arms,
 
b) constructing a highly trained surveillance/patrol squad at regional

 
     level that will secure its region from terrorist activities,
         c)  implementing police offices or other sort of stations that can quickly react to emergent situations such as terrorism every 50km,
 
d) constructing well organized communication and transportation 

 
system in order to hastily change information and ask for assistance in times of emergency such as terrorism at national level,
 
e) introducing telephones and other means of contact to civilians to 

 
     enable demand for aid when in danger in order to protect civilians 

 
     from terrorism,
            f) regulating immigration with criminalizing unregistered border crossings with implementation of orderly and strict immigration laws with militaristic defense on borders in order to prevent terrorists migration,
         g) criminalizing non-governmental or unregistered private meetings                          to prevent terrorists from contacting,
 
 h) commencing militaristic missions of catching terrorists under an 

              internationally approved authority,
          i) initiating a compulsory military training, including a course in       first aid for people having completed their education 
10. Advocates the improvement of economy and society to elevate quality of life in Horn of Africa, reducing feasibility of terrorism through:

a) establishing a stable and centralized government at national level that will tightly monitor and handle national affairs with the aid from international society;

b) introducing and opening markets to international enterprises and investors, providing the society with employment, livelihood as well boosting money circulation;

c) facilitating institutions of education with helps from UNICEF and other NGO's related to education, teaching to all civilians equally and freely notwithstanding sex, race, religion or whatsoever;

d) providing civilians with proper shelters with constructions of houses built by companies paid by international funds;

e) compromising religious conflicts between different sects and religion in order to abolish the tension and instability;

f) building hospitals and other health-care, emergency facilities as well as implementing insurance systems with aids from Red Cross and other NGO's related to medicine and care;
g) implementing and using technologies financed from other nations to improve quality of life in Horn of Africa with implementations of internet, electricity related power-plants, etc.;

h) making sure that resources and technologies and other elements of funds are well distributed among the society by launching a monitoring system that will also take care of taxations according to wealth;

i) implementing laws modelling after international democratic standards into Horn of Africa that will protect human rights and bring about social order which will prevent terrorists coming into social gaps;

j) constructing transportation systems to elevate communication levels;

k) boosting agricultural industry through introductions of agricultural technologies such as irrigation system, crop rotation, and other machinery devices as well as suitable seeds for Horn of Africa's climate to stabilize Horn of Africa as being self-sufficient; 

11. Requests that the AU (African Union) and the IGAD ( Intergovernmental Authority for Development) play the main role in the resolution of the question of the Horn of Africa by:

a) transforming them into a subcomission of the UN;

b) giving them economic help financed by the World Bank; 
12. Recommends the launching of a campaign in nations in Horn of Africa by the UN promoting peace and tolerance between different religious groups through:

a) the media,

i. published media,

ii. mass media, such as, Broadcast media and News Media,

b) events

i. sport tournaments for peoples from all religious groups,

ii. excursions for children from both ideologies;
