Recognizing the grave threat posed by transnational organized crime threatening the security of all nations throughout the world,

Recalling General Assembly Resolution 55/25 of 8 January 2001, at the United Nations Convention against Transnational Crime in Palermo, Italy,

Recalling also the so-called Palermo Protocols, the “Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, especially Women and Children” and the “Protocol against the Smuggling of Migrants by Land, Sea and Air,”

Recalling further the United Nations Convention Against Illicit Traffic in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances of 1988 in Vienna, Austria,

Deeply conscious of the problems related to transnational organized crime including drug trafficking, human trafficking, trafficking in firearms, smuggling of migrants, money laundering, and international terrorism,

Noting with approval the efforts of the United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC),

Noting further the efforts of individual nations in the struggle against organized crime,

Believing that transnational organized crime cannot be defeated until full cooperation from the international community is established and organized,

Confident that such success can be achieved with the utmost cooperation from all member-states,

1. Calls upon all governments to adopt legislation establishing as criminal offenses all of the following actions:

a) forming agreements to commit serious crimes for financial or other benefits as part of any organized crime group,

b) taking part in any activities of an organized crime group with the intention of aiding said group,

c) aiding any criminal group through monetary, property, or other means,

d) establishing a bank account in a false name;

2. Requests that all governments, in accordance with the UNODC, establish methods for protecting witnesses against criminal groups from threats, intimidation, corruption, or bodily injury;

3. Urges all member-states to cooperate in combating transnational organized crime through the UNODC by:

a) sharing information of known crime organizations and crime leaders,

b) guaranteeing the flow of information between law enforcement authorities of different nations,

c) extraditing members of transnational organized crime groups to the country of prosecution;

4. Suggests that law enforcement officials focus on weakening transnational crime organizations’ structure and leadership;

5. Encourages all countries to work to prevent organized crime by:

a) combating the practices of extortion by protecting and offering tax breaks to businessmen who refuse to pay protection fees to organized crime groups,

b) promoting codes of conduct for profession subject to corruption and extortion such as  lawyers, tax consultants, accountants, and politicians;

6. Recommends that all member-states combat money-laundering by:

a) creating supervisory organizations to monitor banking transactions in order to cut off criminal accounts,

b) lifting bank secrecy to allow for the investigation of criminal accounts;

7. Encourages MEDCs to aid LEDCs in the fight against transnational organized crime by donating 25 per cent of all confiscation of illicit assets to the UNODC;

8.  Further recommends that any member-states which do not comply with efforts to combat international crime be put under consideration for sanctions by the Security Council
