QUESTION OF: Measures of promoting the realisation of scientific achievement

(1) Recalling the Millennium Goal n.7 Environmental Sustainbility;
(2) Recalling even further the Milleniniu Goal n.1 ‘Eradicate extreme poverty and hunger’’;

(3) Noting that in every country there is a close connection between the scientific achievement and the economical development;
(4) Keeping in mind that the developed States deeply depend on unstainable energetic resources (such as fossil fuel, uranium, etc) because of their strong necessity of energy;

(5) Considering into consideration the problem of the pollution caused by the use of fossil fuels;

(6) Remembering the results of the Protocol of Montreal, which aims to limit the emission of CFC and HCFC gases;

(7) Remembering further the standars established by the Protocol of Kyoto, which acknowledges the environmental damage caused by the use of polluting resources and limits the emissions of gases cuaisng greeen-house effect etc;

(8) Remembering the ‘’UN Development Program’’ which designs and implements projects for agricolture, industry, education and environment;

(9) Remembering also the ‘’Agenda 21’’ adopted by all the Countris at the UN Conference on Environment and Development, which was held in Rio de Janeiro in 1992 to promote the sustainable development and the concept of economic growth while protecting natural resources;
(10) Emphasizing that also the developing States have the fundamental right to scientific achievement and economic wealth;
(11) Accentuing the strong necessity of technologies in the developing States;
(12) Pointing out that technologies have to be produced with alow environmental impact;
(13) Acknowledging that low environmental impact techonlogies are more expensive than other kinds of technologies;

(14) Underlining that often the developing States do not have the economical resources to develop a sustainable progress;

(15) Deprecating any kind of exploitation by the developed States on the developing States;
(16) 1. Encourages Member States to increment their attempts in order to promote scientific achievement and development;
(17) 2. Proposes an Internation project, which aims to provide an exchange of technology in return for renewable energy among developed States and developing Sates;

(18) 3. Suggests that the developed States take part at this project with the following steps:
(19) a) providng the developing countries scientifc and technologiacl achievements oriented to their sustainable development, with a focus on renewable energetic respurces
(20) b) Further providing to the developing States specialized staff to commence the activities established by the project; 
(21) c) Granting to the developing States formation of the loacal staff aimed at the following administration of the same activities;
(22) d) Promoting in the developing States the progress of econominc infrastructures required for project’s fulfilment;
(23) e) Co-operating with the developing States for the progress of scientific achievemnt within their own countries;
(24) f) Assigning a part of the profits earned from the project to the dvelopment of scientifc achievement within their own countries;
(25) 4.Suggests further that developing States take part in this project with the following steps:

(26) a) Guaranteeing the conditions of internal stability and availability fundamental for the project’s fulfilment;
(27) b) Co-opertaing in the formation of local staff trained in the administration of activities connected to the project;

(28) c) Co-operating further with the developed States for the progress of economic infrastructures necessary to the project’s fulfilment within their own countries;

(29) d) Promoting in collaboration with the develped countries the progress of scientific achievement within theri own countries, assigning part of the profits earned from the project to this aim;

(30) e) Committing themselves to sell part of renewable energy producted through of this project to the project’s co-signer developed States, according to tge terms and the conditions defined by common consent of the involved States.

(31) 5.Suggests moreover the establishment of an international monitoring board with the following duties:

(32) a) Ensuring that every project guarantees the sustainable development of the involved States especially the developing countries, with a focus on renewable energetic resources; 

(33) b) Ensuring taht the terms and conditions established by points 3 and 4 are respected;
(34) c) Ensuring that any kind of reciprocal exploitment and/or default between involved States will be avoided;

(35) d) Verifying that the whole project respects the standars established by The Protocol of Montreal and the Protocol of Kyoto;

(36) e) Ensuring further that all involved States assign a part of the profits earned from the project to the development of scientific achievement within their own countries;

(37) 6.Proposes that this monitoring board will be composed homogeneously by authoritative expnonents of the scientific and legal spheres;

(38) 7.Expresses its hope taht teh chairman.ship of the monitoring board will be assigned to UN’s Secetray General;
(39) 8.Requests that the monitoring board report periodically the results of the project to UN’s General Assembly.
