(4)Emphasizing the ideals of liberty, dignity, security and equality, which are guaranteed by the 

(5) articles 1 and 3 of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,

(6)Guided by a deep sense of ethic, morality and religion and deeply disturbed by those who negate 

(7) the holiness of the human body in order to earn from it,

(8) Viewing with appreciation that due to the fifty-seventh World health Assembly resolution 

(9) WHA57.18 transplanting became an area of work at the World Health Organization (WHO),   

(9)   1.   Encourages the creation of:

(10)   a)       a global organization created by the UN which can control and organize the whole legal 

(11)           trafficking of organs in the world (Human Organs Protection Organization) by:

(12)     i)      implementing the medical controls in the poorer countries in order to avoid the   

(13)              exploitation and the murder of the main victims of this illicit trafficking;

(14)     ii)      giving compensation to who reports the crime, guaranteeing them a proper 

(15)               protection;

(16) b)       a global bank of human organs available for transplant which have to be marked in a 

(17)           way to recognise and differentiate them from the illicit ones, in order to guarantee:

(18)     i)        a total transparency of the processes of assignation of the organs,

(19)     ii)       the possibility to get an organ to everyone in the world and

(20)     iii)      a shorter time of expectation for those who need an organ urgently;

(21) 2.   Recommends all member states to;

(22)      support the WHO by financial help so that they can fulfil their goals set in the above 

(23)      mentioned resolution,

(24) a)   support organisations already existing in their own countries, which take care of the      

(25)         organization of transplants with financial help,

(26)b)       found organisations for this purpose if an organisation like that is not already existent;

(27) 3.   Endorses the compensation to live donors and in particular for those who were forced to  (27 bis)  do so :


(28) a)       a tax break in the three years  that follow the donation for the donor who could face  

(29)          several problems and new purchases due to his new lifestyle;          

(31) b)       a special card  to get free treatment concerning the donated organs in all the hospitals of                 (32)           the world;

(33) c)       providing psychological help especially for those who have become victims of 

(34)          “transplant tourism”

(35) 4.   Asks all the nations to improve the knowledge of the possibility of donating an organ both (36)       while alive and dead by making a sensitization campaign, in particular in  High Schools,    

(37)       in order to involve the new generations in this topic via posters and commercials produced (38)       by the UN

(39) 5.  Proclaims  that the international group under the auspices of the World Human 

(40)     Organization will declare an International Day of Information about Illegal Trade of Human (41)     Organs;

(42) 6.   Further invites all the MEDCs to help all countries that need more help such as Africa South America and Asia:

(44) a)       by helping to build new hospitals and laboratories;

(46) b)       by sending some specialized researchers and doctors, who can teach the local staff

(48) c)       making further efforts to fulfil the Millennium Goals so that the extreme poverty which is

(54) 9.   Hopes that the important results we have achieved both in medical and scientific research      (55)      will make us able to help the development of these skills in all the countries so that there

(57) 7.   Trusts that the UN will provide for making the resolutions operative as soon as possible,      

(58)        so that we will get a fast result of the operative clauses we are choosing, making us able to
