QUESTION OF: Combating Illegal Drug Trafficking as a Mean of Fuelling International Crime

Believing that drug trafficking is one of the main problems of the world,

Observing that drugs are produced locally but most of the drug trade takes place between states,

Understanding that United Nations Office for Drug Control and Crime Prevention (UNODCC) generally describes the production, trafficking and sales of a illicit drugs as $ 400 billion-a-year industry,

Taking into account that the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA) defines a narco-terrorist organization as “ an organized group that is complicit in the activities of drug trafficking in order to further, or fund premeditated, politically motivated violence perpetrated against non combatant targets with the intention to influence (that is, influence a government or a group of people)”,

Bearing in mind that there was a Special Session on the World Drug Problem in New York in June 1998,

Minding MEM (Murual Evaluation Mechanism) whose objective as stated  is “to strengthen mutual confidence, dialogue and hemispheric cooperation  in order to deal with the drug problem with greater efficacy”,

Aware that the end of the Cold War brought several important changes in the international drug trade,

Concerned about the weaknesses of the securities at the frontiers and the control of the transport modes, cargoes and people crossing the state borders, 

Having heard that United Nations Office for Drug Control and Crime Prevention (UNODCC) had made success in the past years because of the combined efforts,

Approving that coordinated international action is the most effective way to stop this problem,

1. Calls Upon UNODCC members to organize a session like the one happened in New York in 1998 in order to:

a. inform countries about the problem and create awareness through:

i. Newspaper and magazine advertisements,
ii. Billboards,
iii. Television campaigns,
iv. Workshops and seminars,

v. Taking the support of the celebrities;



b. motivate countries for a new session on the issue;

2. Requests participating countries of the session to prepare a statement on the issue:

a. declaring the common problem and the solutions as well as the mission of the session,

b. announcing the statement on international basis with the mutual acceptance of all signatory countries,

c. setting a target to enlarge the participation until the next session;

3. Suggests starting an international project under the auspices of United Nations which will be called “Lets Fight Drugs (LFD) ” and will:



a. includes a world sub branches on different aspects of the issue,



b. be managed from an office in UN headquarters,

c. consist of personnel that are experts on the issue who will be chosen by  examinations and interviews carried out MEM,

d. funded by UN and MEM budgets and look forward to donations by member states and organizations;


4. Asks all countries to introduce one representative that will:



a. be elected by a vote in the parliament,



b. gather twice a year to discuss the situation in the headquarter of LFD,



c. will come together to prepare common laws that will:




i. be about precautions against illegal drug trafficking,




ii. contain recommended guidelines on the issue,




iii. be changed according to countries needs,

5. Further invites the schools and social organizations to inform the community on the subject of:



a. information about drugs,



b. disadvantage of drugs,



c. drugs being against the law;

6. Encourages all the governments to do their best in order to reduce the unemployment rates within the help of:



a. United Nations Development Program (UNDP),



b. International Monetary Fund (IMF);

7. Calls upon UN form an inspection commission which will work in cooperation with MEM to monitor projects working in beneficiary countries to decide whether the project is processing as it was aimed or not and submit a report to international court of justice ICJ about the overall situation if deemed by MEM that the country is violating fundamental of illegal drug trafficking rules;

8. Urges to solve the problem of the securities at the frontiers by taking special attention to the following issues:


a. illegal settlements between the custom police and drug smugglers,


b. deficient observing of the incoming and outgoing; commodities, 

i. by observing sea, railway, air routes, forests and mountain paths will be observed regularly

                        c. strengthening the frontier security, quantitatively and qualitatively

i. before hiring the employees as security officers personal interviews will be made with each applicant, and each applicant´s background will be researched for precautions,

ii. each of the borders and custom houses of the states will be inspected regularly, especially in order to determine the amounts of the capacity and necessity of the employees, and the criterions of the inspections will be based on the international agreements;

9. Considering that drug traffic can only be achieved with proper access to borders and custom it is mandatory that all related country borders should be:

a. strictly controlled with the security cameras,

b. all costume people should be trained and warned about the drug smugglers,

c. all ports (air, sea, road) should be supported and equipped by additional control measures such as;

i. trained dogs,

ii.  experts,

iii. security scanners;

10. Asks LFD in coordinate with UNODCC to create an international jury to select the country of the year by looking at the jobs done on preventing illegal drug trafficking as well as the operatives in order to encourage all member states to develop on the issue;

11. Recommends a silence day and parade for the people who have lost their lives as a result of oppression and violence due to trying to prevent illegal drug trafficking on a day which the project “Let’s Fight Drugs” by:

a. legal bare-foot protestors will take place in the capital centers of willing states,

b. the homepage of Disarmament and International Security Committee will appear all blank at first but the words “ The Silence is Yours to Feel” and with a click it will transform to the usual homepage,
c. volunteering TV stations and public TV stations could air short documentaries;
12. Hopes that all member states will cooperate with the international community in order to prevent illegal drug trafficking.
