The Economical and Social Council (EcoSoc),
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	Fully alarmed that the price of food continues to rise every year by high percentages (rice rose by 217%, wheat by 136%, maize by 125% and soybeans by 107%),

Aware of the fact that producing agricultural products becomes more expensive through the years, e.g. because of increasing oil, fertilizers and food transport prices,

Deeply conscious of the combined effects of factors like food scarcity, global warming and rocketing food prices which have led 100 million people into poverty,

Keeping in mind that in some cases where food scarcity is not the primary issue, people are facing the fact that they are not able to afford to buy food for themselves,

Taking in consideration that many member states are obliged to import food since their own food production is not sufficient even to feed their population,

Observing  the fact that many farmers, guided by the pursuing of an increase of their income, shift the production of their land from food products to other kinds, e.g. biofuels,
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	1. Urges the creation of an international fund called IFAFC (international fund against food crises) that has the purpose of subventioning the following tasks;

2. Requests all member states to inform the organization about the different situations of their country;

3. Suggests the collaboration between all member states in order to prevent strategies and/or techniques which have led in past to negative results and the spread of all solutions and/or idea which have led to positive results;

4. Recommends a global and synchronized action towards the solution of this issue because only with united cooperation it is possible to successfully fight this issue of primary importance;

5. Regrets  the idea that individual member states are willing to act against this problem in an individual way;

6. Supports all NGOs which will help fight against this issue with further advices, information, subventions and/or ideas;

7. Authorizes all member states to create task forces which are able to take control over their countries’ programme concerning this issue in order to be more productive and more efficient by ensuring a successful advancement of the operation and by facilitating the collaboration between all member states;

8. Condemns all countries and governments which decide to increase the production of biofuels and of other activities which need the land used nowadays for food production and therefore decrease the total production of food;

9. Expresses its appreciation towards governments which approve laws or national programmes that:


a) fix terms for the national increasing of the population,


b) control the ratio between citizens and produced food,


c) control the amounts of imported and exported food,


d) promote overall increase of food production and/or national                                 _              independence from other countries in terms of consumed  food;

10. Invites all countries to establish specialized programmes to subsidize food production in their own countries in order not to disadvantage the income of the farmers who would decide to devote their land to other kinds of facilities which would eventually lead to a greater income for themselves;

11. Asks MEDCs to finance research to verify the safety of GM-crops and their utilization in less fertile lands which would be useless for planting non-GM-crops.
12. Requests MEDCs to lift agricultural policies, reforms and bans which do not permit intense farming methods temporarily until the food crises has lessened.
