QUESTION: Conceiving methods to protect land rights of indigenous farmers in   

                       order to protect their economic, cultural and physical security.

Affirming that indigenous peoples are equal to all other peoples, while recognizing the right of all peoples to be different, to consider themselves different, and to be respected as such,
Expecting that all peoples contribute to the diversity and richness of civilizations and cultures, which constitute the common heritage of humankind
Condemns all doctrines, policies and practices based on or advocating superiority of peoples or individuals on the basis of national origin or racial, religious, ethnic or cultural differences which are racist, scientifically false, legally invalid, morally condemnable and socially unjust,
Reaffirming that indigenous peoples, in the exercise of their rights, should be free from discrimination of any kind,
Concerned that indigenous peoples have suffered from historic injustices as a result of, their colonization and dispossession of their lands, territories and resources, thus preventing them from exercising, in particular, their right to development in accordance with their own needs and interests,
1. Recognizing the urgent need to respect and promote the inherent rights of indigenous peoples which derive from their political, economic and social structures and from their cultures, spiritual traditions, history and philosophy, especially their rights to their lands, territories and resources,
2. Pointing out the urgent need to respect and promote the rights of indigenous peoples affirmed in treaties, agreements and other constructive arrangements with their respective States,
3. Welcoming the fact that indigenous peoples are organizing themselves for political, economic, social and cultural enhancement and in order to bring to an end all forms of discrimination and oppression wherever they occur,
4. Convinced that control by indigenous peoples over developments affecting them and their lands, territories and resources will enable them to maintain and strengthen their institutions, cultures and traditions, and to promote their development in accordance with their aspirations and needs,
5. Confident that respect for indigenous knowledge, cultures and traditional practices contributes to sustainable and equitable development and proper management of the environment,
6. Emphasizing the contribution of the demilitarization of the lands and territories of indigenous peoples to peace, economic and social progress and development, understanding and friendly relations among nations and peoples of the world,
7. Calls upon the creation of United Nations Indigenous Peoples Organization (UNIPO) to help sort and collect the information needed to resolve the various matters that may occur across the world,
8. Urges a better application of UN Declaration on Rights of Indigenous peoples approved in 2006;
9. Calls for better relations between multinational companies and indigenous people working for them in order to assure farmers all over the world the same rights as other agricultural workers in other LEDC countries;
10. Supports cooperation among local farmers in order to share resources such as money to buy machinery and tools which would drastically reduce the work load of the farm hands and boost production;
11. Invites the governments of LEDC countries to focus on education programs in schools concerning rural activities such to educate future generations in the best farming techniques to employ and to find solutions to the problems of cultivating the land and helping farmers;
12. Calls upon major MEDC member states or other developing states to support LEDC members’ trade, in particular to sustain further self-managing indigenous companies;
13. Asks for the building of hospitals or medical centers in rural areas for the sake of providing medical care to agricultural workers.
