Resolution:
FORUM: Special Conference on Biodiversity 
QUESTION: Evaluating the progress of implementing the principles stated in the Convention on Biological Diversity (1992) 
SUBMITTED BY: Delegate of Turkey

Alarmed by, the fact that according to the latest reports of the IUCN almost 16.000 species are in danger of extinction and that this number has increased by 3300 species since 2003,

Noting with deep concern, that the continuing process of extinction is mostly caused by humanity due to overharvesting, pollution, habitat destruction, introduction of new predators, food competitors, overhunting, and other influences such as global warming, 

Taking note, that 191 nations have signed the convention and have pledged to fulfill its goals but are not forced to do so, 

Keeping in mind, that the United States of America have signed the convention but not yet ratified it,
Believing, that in the interest of every human being the goals of the convention such as                                   
conservation of biological diversity, sustainable use of its components and fair and equitable sharing of       benefits arising from genetic resources are of vital importance for the survival of mankind, 

1) Strongly urges governments to comply the commitments they have accepted signing the convention by:

a. Calling for laws which penalize the non-abidance of the goals with extra taxes,

b. Further requesting that these payments should go to foundations like the (IUCN),

c. Supporting companies that work in an environmental friendly way by reducing tax payments,

d. Hoping that all nations ratify the convention if they have not yet done so;

2) Asks all nations to take part in an international advertisement program in order to draw attention on the decreasing biological diversity and preventing destruction processes by: 

a. Broadcasting television, internet and radio commercials, 

b. Teaching responsibility concerning environmental issues already in school,

c. Sending volunteers to companies in order to make employers and employees aware of current environmental affairs; 

3) Encourages all nations to establish institutions which shelter endangered species and habitats and to provide financial aid to already existing organizations;
 

4) Proposes an increase of research for sustainable use of natural resources by: 


a. Supporting companies that do research on and produce environmental friendly technologies such as solar energy,

b. Forcing companies that are in need of a large amount of use fossil resources to support the increase of research financially and to make steps reducing their need;
 

5) Strongly recommends the use of chemical products and processes which harm nature to be banned by:


a. Creating a fine for any of acts relating to harming nature;

b. Especially raising awareness to preventing the use of chemical products for agricultural use in Madagascar, Indonesia, Brazil and the Democratic Republic of Congo.
