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The General Assembly,

Recognizes that education is essential in developing trade capacity,

Affirming that access to the World Market is necessary in the development of LDCs and LEDCs,

Concerned that many countries do not have the human, infrastructural, entrepreneurship, and capital capacity to participate in international trade,

Realizes rapid action must be taken to prevent further worsening of problem,
1. Endorses reducing barriers ahead of LEDCs and LDCs to trade internationally by granting business standards in security, quality, safety, accountability, human capacity, fairness and infrastructure in order to involve these countries more into world trade, eradicate poverty and help them export more  by,
a. Urging  ODA and IMF to help countries both fiscally and technically in order to plan a framework for renewing infrastructural  systems which help to carry out trade logistics and accelerate the transportations in and out of LEDCs and LDCs which will offer to build modern and secure;
I. Roads,

II. Airports,

III. Seaports,

IV. Customs,

V. Communication and information technologies
b. Encouraging  WTO to give certain and balanced amount of opportunities to both supply and demand parties to eliminate discrimination and create a fair medium for trade in LEDCs and LDCs by;

I. Calling upon companies from private sector in MEDCs to invest at least 5% of their  annual income in LEDCs to found factories by also taking IMF’s aid and employing  local laborers dominantly in order to enhance human capacity in LEDCs,

II. Inviting the company directors of factories in LEDCs and central offices in MEDCs to communicate so as to catch up with high quality and safe manufacturing in products for the sake of the entrepreneur companies,

III. Keeping in touch with the host countries governments to keep track of any actions that contravene international labor rights,

IV. Investing to bring LEDCs and LDCs the latest technology developed by Japan and mass produced by China,

V.  Sending independent and objective inspectors from International Labor Organization(ILO) and United Nations Industrial Developments Organization(UNIDO)  to check and write about the feedbacks.
c. Asking LDCs and LEDCs governments to arrange the settlement of International product standards to provide quality and safety for the products produced in those countries’ factories, workshops by,

I. Calling representative groups from The European Committee for Standardization(CEN)  to inspect and define things lacking to heighten the quality of production, 

II. Urging the LDCs and LEDCs workplaces to apply for quality standardization certifications from International Organization for Standardization(ISO) to provide stabilization in the quality in LDCs’ and LEDCs’ manufacturing,

III. Employing foremen who have past experience in the MEDCs` factories in the branches of those factories in LEDCs and LDCs to help the local employers to be attuned to standard manufacturing by guiding,

IV. Excluding the local producers who refuse to embrace the international product norms by governmental laws from international trade ,

V. Urging LDCs and LEDCs governments to focus more on international production quality standardization and also to develop institutions within the government such as standardization authorities for local purchasers,

2. Encourages Multinationals (MNCs) and entrepreneurs to invest in Less Economically Developed Countries (LEDCs) with large populations; 

3. Calls for all LDC and LEDC governments to 
a. Espouse and accept to apply for the convertibility of capital accounts into international currencies to make international trade easier for them 
b. Demand monetary support from IMF during 10 years after this project is put into   practice to help them overcome possible losses by;
II. Calls Upon the formation of the UN body, UNETS (United Nations Entrepreneurial Training Schemes) to train those people in the art of business and entrepreneurship in LDCs and LEDCs,

III. Granting donations in the situations of nation-wide crisis in an international currency such as Euro or Dollar which is an equal amount to the money lost by the country currency and taking the money back after the local company stabilizes itself,

4. Strongly urges each developed member state to grant in LDCs and LEDCs education at least 5% of the investments they do on their own education by the collaboration and guidance of UNESCO (United Nations Educational Scientific and Cultural Organization in order to improve education services in low-income countries by;
I. Building state schools of each level,

II. Funding these schools to donate high technology education systems and employing mother tounge teachers to teach international languages especially but not limited to English,

III. Focusing more on founding Schools of Business and other possible trade-related universities in LDCs and LEDCs to prepare future entrepreneurs and economist to heighten their country’s involvement in international trade,

IV. Arranging public announcements in order to urge the public to escalate the participation of youth in education by ,
· Looking for children in sweatshops to save and enrol them into primary schools,
· Giving seminars by UNICEF educators and monitors for the parents who refuse to send their children to school,
· Putting official advertisements on signboards on streets of LDCs and LEDCs which urge people to  make their involvement in education,
V. Calling for LDCs and LEDCs governments to make a strict law which obliges at least high school education level and penalize citizens by giving fines to those who do not obey it;
5. Expresses its hope in reviewing a possible reduction and cancellation of import tariffs both in LEDCs and MEDCS by tolerating and also controlling short-term financial hits and urges to,
a. Urges governments internationally trading with LEDCs and LDCs to cut tariffs, reduce nation favoured tariffs, and import quotas on imported goods from these countries to encourage exports,

b. Further urges the governments of exporting LDCs and LEDCs to provide subsidies on exports,

c. Support LEDCs’ governments to reduce import tariffs on materials to be used in manufacturing;

6. Expresses its hope for International Trade Day for LEDCs and LDCs (LTDLL) to be held on the first day of the financial year to further spread awareness.
