QUESTION OF: “Implementing a common legislation concerning the right of political asylum and citizenship for inhabitants of occupied territories”  

SUBMITTER: Israel

CO-SUBMITTERS: Russian Federation, Mexico, United Kingdom, Albania

(1) Disturbed by the alarming high numbers of refugees and internally displaced people, and the lack of information and assistance afforded to them;
(2) Recognizing that the right of political asylum must be guaranteed for all the people living in 
this world,

(3) Viewing with appreciation the principle of non-refoulment recognized as a norm of the 
international common law,
(4) Being aware of  that not all countries are in democratic regime,
(5) Reminded that not all the countries of the world signed the 1951 Convention relating to the Status of Refugees, or the next 1967 Protocol (which expanded the notion of refugee)

(6) Deeply conscious that current legislation is not clear enough concerning the needs and rights of the inhabitants of occupied territories,
(7) Considering the fact that the rights of people in occupied territories and internally displaced persons are often neglected;
(8) Bearing in mind that the rights to asylum are not always respected,
(9) Aware that there is no clear definition for internally displaced persons,
(10) Reaffirming that the “Universal Declaration of Human Rights” proclaims that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights, and that everyone is entitled to the rights and freedoms set out therein, without distinction of any kind, in particular as to race, colour or national origin, 
(1) Urges all member states to sign and implement locally the principles of the above resolutions relating to the status of Refugees;

(2) Suggests that the High Commissioner of Refugees forms a committee to determine a definition and resolution regarding the rights and situation of internally displaced persons;

(3) Requests that all member states pay particular attention to the recognition of the right to citizenship for all asylum seekers and internally displaced persons;

(4) Suggests that all member states participate in a statistical database and committee to determine and acknowledge the issue of asylum seekers and internally displaced persons though:

a) UN working group on Internally Displaced People, dispateched to destinations where IDPs are accumulated
b)   ;

c) Encourages states to work with non-governmental organisations in establishing and implementing rights and giving aid to asylum seekers and internally displaced persons;

d) Encourages states to participate in international and regional dialogue regarding the rights and needs of refugees and internally displaced persons.
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
