Question of: Implementing and promoting the use of renewable energies in the Mediterranean Area.
1 Urges to increase:

A) The awareness of the topic by: 

I) encouraging  school-systems to teach the value of the research in new energy resources, 

II) making this topic known by medias like:  television, radio and the internet, 

III) involving  universities in cooperating projects,

B) Sponsorships for: 

I) research in engineer-projects in systems which will use Hydrogen as fuel for thermic    power plants and vehicles and  making the already existing systems more secure,   

II) improving the research in geo-thermical plants in order to make a constant extraction of energy secure, 

III) the CERN (Conseil Européen pour la Recherche Nucléaire )laboratory of Ginevra, 

IV) the research in thermonuclear fusion, 

V) the research in fuels which will be created by chemicals processes which will involve the sand as the main resource,  

VI) houses and factories which will  install solar energy-systems, 

VII) laboratories which research in the extraction  of silicon, 
C) The marketing of  Lighting-systems that are based on low consumption  by advertising the factories which produce them,  

D) the monitoring-processes to preserve waste of energy by:

i)the related NGOs related with renewable energy.

2. Urges the formation of a United Nations body:

a) which will be formed by scientists and academics,

b) supervise the development of sustainable renewable energy projects,

3. Asks to all the Mediterranean countries to implement and promote the use of renewable energies in industries by:

a) using the information provided by the Mediterranean Renewable Energy Center to allow industries to individuate the renewable resources that are present on each country’s territory,

b) asking the main industries and factories of the Mediterranean countries to produce 20% of the supply needed from renewable energies,

c) rewarding all the industries that achieve this aim through tax cuts offered by the country’s ministry for the environment,

d) encouraging the spreading of data provided by the Mediterranean Renewable Energy Center. 
4. Encourages the nations of the Mediterranean regions to:

a) Subsidize research on renewable energy,

b) Subsidize industries promoting the use of renewable energy sources such as solar energy,

c) accept clauses of resolution 242 of the Security Council of 1967, such as promoting programs of reforestation.
