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Question of: Measures to eradicate child slavery worldwide

The general assembly,

Affirming that about one million children in Asia alone are victims of the sex trade,

Deeply disturbed that the trafficking and slavery organizations towards children are strongly damaging the social, cultural structure of the communities,

Emphasizing that ameliorating and strengthening legislations and punishments due to the conflict is an important step for the resolution of child slavery,

Noting with deep concern that there is the existence of an insufficient public awareness to the conflict,

Recalling that the child trafficking organizations are deeply destructing the social stability of the communities,

Aware of the fact that there are 218 million working children aged between five and seventeen,

Fully aware that 126 million of child slaves are estimated to work in the worst forms of child labor,

Emphasizing that 74 million children under 15 are in hazardous work and should be immediately withdrawn from this work,

Deeply disturbed that 8.4 million children are in slavery, trafficking, debt bondage and other forms of forced labor, forced recruitment for armed conflict, prostitution, pornography and other illicit activities,

Ore calling that around 70% of child workers carry out unpaid work for their families,
1. Urges the formation of:

a. An International committee called the United Nations Committee of Prevention of Child Slavery (UNCPCS) that will:

i. Consist of qualified experts and lawyers to take legal action against persecutors;

ii. Provide detailed bi-annual reports on fall of the number of child slaves as well as possible reasons for this change;

iii. Suggest suitable solutions to put measures in place to eradicate child slavery gradually;

b. Non-profit educational programs and initiatives in poverty-stricken countries where child slaves are commonplace;

c.  A certain research of the economical structure of the country and actions that are aiming to heal       the livelihood of the economically inadequate families that have children,

                      d. A social contented plan to maintain the social stability in the community by,

i) Determining the social disharmonies in every class of community,

ii) Resolving these social disharmonies with constructive policies,

iii) Maintaining the social stability’s permanence by developing projects aiming to increase the community’s awareness to the issue,

                      e. An effective improvement on educational programs aiming children by,

i) Strengthening educational programs with ratified educational systems and techniques,

ii) Creating a more effective education atmosphere that not only aiming to construct a better education system but also enlightening the children about their social rights and cultures,

iii) Being fully integrated to ratified international educational implements and devices,

2. Strongly encourages, Member States to introduce and implement legislations and systems of government to eliminate the worst forms of child labor by;

a. Approving the international legal implements which aim to prevent and combat the recruitment, transfer, transportation or harboring of a child for the purpose of forced labor or services such as but not limited to,

i) United Nations Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and Punish Trafficking in Persons, Especially Women and Children,
ii) UN Security Council Resolution 1460 of 30 January 2003, 
iii) UN Millennium Declaration,
iv) Statutes of the International Criminal Court, ILO Convention 182,
b. Constituting and supporting national legislations that fully integrated to international instruments that have been ratified such as but not limited to, The United Nations Declaration of the Rights of the Child and The Universal Declaration of Human Rights;

c. Including aversive and effective punishments to the legislations for all kinds of child slavery that will maintain the process of prevention of child trafficking;

2. Recommends, the configuration and formation of national committees, which will work fully integrated with related UN agencies and undertake the supervision of the actions, which stated below;

a. Researching the guilty organizations in the legal sense, which involved into any kinds of child slavery by collaboration of such as but not limited to,

i) National Central Bureaus of Member States,

ii) National Information Ministries,

iii) The police and related security departments,

iv) Related UN agencies,

b. Controlling the movements of children within national borders by,

i) Tightening border security devices,

ii) Strengthening security arrangements of entrance and exit through borders,

c. Interrogating the activities that governments apply to prevent child slavery and support the constructive interferences,
d. Informing the community about the conflict by using public devices and media organs,
e. Helping and countenancing the governments and NGO’s about all kinds of projects that aiming to improve the living conditions of returned child trafficking victims such as but not limited to,
i) Healthcare services,

ii) Sheltering projects,

iii) Rehabilitation projects,

iv) Educational programs,

v) Legislations aiming to protect the rights of the child slaves;

3. Further invites, all the Member States to have rehabilitation programs and recover projects for returned trafficked children with the cooperation of government and NGO’s, for,

a. Reclaiming the returned trafficked children,

b. Adapting the child slaves to the community and society,

4. Supports, the National Central Bureaus of Member States to increase the exchange of information on international criminal networks involved in all forms of trafficking in children for forced labor and services cooperated with the national committees mentioned at clause 2;

5. Asks, Member States to provide police protection and support, to organizations conducting projects seeking to assist and protect children from sexual exploitation and all other harmful forms of child labor;

6. Urges, all Member States to stop the sale by families of children, especially girls, to brothels and to enforce legislation against their employment in prostitution;

7.  Repeats, its call for international arrest warrants to be issued against the organizers and participants in the specialist child trafficking networks;

8. Calls upon, all the Member States to draw a strategy for fighting against poverty that has an important role on child trafficking with the advisory of related UN agencies such as but not limited to United Nations Development Program, Food and Agricultural Organization of the United Nations ;

9. Encourages, all Member States about attaching importance to organizations and projects that are aiming to increase the public awareness to child trafficking incidences which are such as but not limited to;

a. Conferences,

b. Advertisement projects,

c. Establishment of effective policies,

d. Fund drives,

e. Public meetings.

10. Calls upon, all the member states to remain actively seized with the matter.
