QUESTION OF: Pakistan / India dispute concerning Lashkar-e-Taiba activities

Bearing in mind that unlike most other Kashmir militant groups, a majority of Lashkar-e-Taiba members were non-Kashmiri, and its headquarters were also based in Pakistan,

Believing that by 1994 Lashkar-e-Taiba had emerged as the militant wing of the organization,

Being aware of the fact that  Lashkar-e-Taiba was formed soon after the birth of its parent religious organization, Markaz Dawa ul Irshad in the late 1980s,

Emphasizing that Lashkar was blamed for bomb attacks in the Indian capital Delhi in October 2005 that killed more than 60 people,
Noting further in mid-2002 it renamed itself Jama'at ud Dawa (Party of the Calling), 

Being aware of the fact that until Lashkar-e-Taiba ‘s ban in 2002, they had never been shy of accepting responsibility for most of the armed attacks against Indian military targets,

Expressing that Lashkar-e-Taiba have participated in terrorist operations in Afghanistan and several other regions,
1. Demands the establishment of Kashmir as a demilitarized zone,

2. Recommends  Pakistan and India to heed and fully cooperate concerning  Lashkar-e-Taiba activities:

a. Securing the society in case of an invasion that will probably come to fruition in Buddhist, Jewish or Hindu temples, in schools, business places, communities or hospitals;

b. Immediately taking action against every office and  installation that are believed to work for Lashkar-e-Taiba:

i. investigating their income and expenditure accounts
ii. closing them immediately if suspicion of a terrorist connection has been proven to be accurate
iii. prosecuting offenders
c. Prevent those who finance, plan, facilitate or commit terrorist acts from

using their respective territories for said purposes against the citizens of Jammu and Kashmir;

3. Demand that funds and other financial resources that are derived from the Pakistani community in the Persian Gulf and the United Kingdom, Islamic NGOs, and Pakistani and other Kashmiri business people, including funds derived from property owned or controlled, directly or indirectly, by them or by persons acting on their behalf or at their direction, be frozen;

4. Decides to take legal proceedings against key members of the Lashkar-e-Taiba most importantly Hafiz Mohammad Saeed;
5. Supports an increase of development aid provided to Kashmir through the United Nations System since poverty is often a major factor at the root of extremism;
