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(1) The disarmament and international security committee,

(2)  Alarmed by the humanitarian problems related to the presence of landmines in the

(3)  Balkans, and subsequently in other areas of the world contaminated with

(4) landmines,

(5)  Believing it necessary to do more to stop the sufferances caused by causalities

(6)  related to anti-personnel mines, which kill or maim hundreds of people every year,

(7)  mostly defenseless and unoffensive civilians,including children,

(8)  Recognizing that this problem can be solved only with a continuous commitment

(9) and with an efficient international cooperation,

(10) Recalling the Mine Ban Treaty signed on the 18th September 1997 and the

(11) UN General Assembly Resolution 62/41 calling for universalization

(12) and full implementation of the Mine Ban Treaty,

(13) 1. Strongly urges all Member States to contribute to the Voluntary Trust        

(14) Fund for Assistance in Mine Action,

(15) 2. Proposes to use innovative technologies in mine action like wide-range

(16)     mine recognition and blasting devices, such as:

(17)         I. Planting Grassveld: a type of colour-changing grass which turns red in        

(18)            presence of nitrogen, released by the decomposition of the explosive  

(19)            charge present in mines, in potentially contaminated areas,

(20)         II. Using detonating ropes to blast mines instead of digging them out 

(21)             and then make them explode: this method is faster, safer and leaves 

(22)             nearly the same soil damages,

(23) 3. Requires the cooperation of the Republic of South Africa since

(24)     the aforementioned plant grows in the Highveld of South Africa,

(25) 4. Requests the creation of a specific found: the United Nations Fund for

(26)     Mine Action Worldwide (UNFMAW), as complementary to the 

(27)     Voluntary Trust Fund for Assistance in Mine Action, with the goals of

(28)            I. Financing research on more extensive methods of land

(29)               mine decontamination,

(30)           II. Giving aid to the communities who live in contaminated areas,

(31)          III. And further researching to identify other regions of the world

(32)               that have been affected by landmines,

(33)          5. Urges strong action in Zimbabwe and other contaminated

(34)              lands subsequent to action in the Balkans ,

(35) 6. Encourages all Member States to contribute to the UNFMAW

(36)     according to their economical possibilities,

(37) 6. Recommends all Member States to renew their efforts in mine action.
