QUESTION OF: Use force to prevent piracy

Observing that many countries turn to protectionism due to the economical crisis and therefore endanger the liberalisation of world trade,

Concerned that protectionism which is rising in developing countries and in western countries will mean the downfall of all world trade,

Fully aware of the areas which are prone to piracy; The South East Asia and Indian Sub Continent, Africa and the Gulf of Aden, South and Central America, the Caribbean waters and the Arabian Sea, 

Reminding that piracy will sabotage world trade and the trust which consists between countries and which is vital to uphold the now still existing world trade,

Relying on the integrity of all countries not to abuse rights which may be given to them to stop piracy,

Urges formation of an investigation unit formed by the African Union and UN in co-operation to prevent the activity of the pirates by:

a) Taking measures against weapons dealers in Mogadishu,

b) Investigating the business connections in Dubai and Djibouti that are believed to provide arms to pirates;

Encourages countries which have water territory to supervise their waters effectively so that piracy is dispersed from all waters which aren’t neutral,   

Requests the UN General Assembly to look at the following point: 

a) International anti-piracy mandate,

Recognizes the fact that only when a secure administration is established in Somalia can the problem of piracy be effectively tackled,

Demands Republic of Yemen to discontinue providing arms to the Somalia pirates

a) Sanctions will be imposed if immediate cessation of arms provision does not occur;

Calls upon the SC to increase its effort to stabilize Somalia, which is harboring a large proportion of the pirates that threaten global trade, by:

a) Increasing logistical support for the African Union troops already in Somalia to strengthen its efforts to stabilize the region,

b) Further inviting SC member to engage their resources in actively helping the UN World Food Program’s funding for Somalia to subdue locals from contributing to piracy.

c) establish IDP camps in Somaliland and Puntland,

d) provide foodstuffs and training in agricultural methods, fertilisers and equipment to the Somali people

Encourages the use of resolution 1851, which authorizes states to extend counter-piracy efforts over Somali airspace and territory, to prevent the appalling rise in piracy which severely undermines global trade;

Recognizes the importance of the long-term security of World Food Programme (WFP) maritime deliveries to Somalia:

a) By asking the naval forces already deployed in the region to put a priority on protecting WFP ships delivering most important humanitarian supplies
